FREEDOM aims to help kids gain mobility, confidence, freedom, independence and the chance to join in the life of their community by providing funding for families with the most need. Variety’s Freedom Program delivers vital life-changing equipment and services for mobility, independence and social inclusion to individual children and children’s organizations. Together through the Freedom program, we change children’s lives by granting items and services that provide independence, mobility and freedom. Grants under the Freedom program are made to individual children and children’s organizations. Covering a wide scope, Freedom grants may cover:
· Manual and powered wheelchairs
· Adaptive bicycles and trikes
· Assistance animals
· Hoists and lifts
· Modified vehicle access
· Standing and walking assistance like gait trainers, walkers, standing frames and positioning systems 
· Specialized car seating, shower and toilet chairs, and many more
· My First Bike - A program in which children are presented with a bicycle of their very own, along with a safety helmet, lock and chain. Through our relationships with various agencies, we look for deserving children based upon need, school performance and more.

Challenge Air: A child with a disability can learn to fly a plane!

Hadley's Family Education (FE) Program offers a variety of courses for family members of individuals who are blind or severely visually impaired. Topics range from child development, independent living, braille reading and writing and adjustment to blindness issues.
Eligibility
You are eligible to enroll in the FE Program if you are a parent or grandparent of a blind or severely visually impaired child; or if you are a spouse, adult daughter or son, or adult sibling of a blind or severely visually impaired adult. As Hadley's courses are offered worldwide, it is important that you can read and understand courses written in English.
Why Enroll?
· Learn to read and write braille.
· Foster the development of a child with a visual impairment.
· Support your family member's adjustment to vision loss.
· Develop advocacy skills.
